	RISK ASSESSMENT/MENTAL HEALTH ASSESSMENT

	

	
	Avril Barker indicated that she was working on a final version of the Risk Assessment based on the Sainsbury Clinical Assessment Tool, and this would be available to be circulated in due course.  Avril would be taking this risk assessment to the IT Project Group for approval.  Mitch Stevenson enquired whether medical staff had been involved in the development of the risk assessment and Avril assured the group that medical involvement had taken place as medics were on the development group.

	Mitch Stevenson expressed concerns over who is to have the ultimate responsibility for the final sign off of the risk assessment as not one profession was willing to take on that responsibility.  The issue of responsibility would have to be investigated further.

	

	
	James Kennedy indicated that previously the risk assessment which is currently being used within Angus was agreed for use by a Tayside Wide Group and why was a further risk assessment being devised for use.  James felt strongly that it should be the ICP Clinical User Group who stipulated which risk assessment should be used throughout NHS Tayside as they have been responsible for the development of the Admission & Discharge ICP.  It was agreed that James would provide an electronic copy of the risk assessment currently in use within Tayside to Colin Hunter and Avril Barker (copy to Margaret-Rose), who would circulate it to facilitate a meaningful discussion at the next meeting.
