	PROCESS MAPPPING

5.1 Amended Diagnosis and Treatment Process Map – update on Standard 13 Physical Health Assessment and Management
As Beth and Liz were both not in attendance it was agreed this would be taken forward to the next meeting for clarification.
5.2 Amended Discharge Planning
Discussion took place with regards to whether Psychology should be separate from CMHT on the discharge planning process map and it was agreed that as all outpatients go through the teams, Psychology should not be in a box on its own.
Further discussion took place with regards to the process from GAP and it was generally agreed that a similar process would be followed by all services and therefore there was only the requirement for one process diagram which would include an area for unplanned.

Colin drew up the diagram as follows:  information to referrer followed by referral information being documented in the Staying Well Plan with a copy being provided for the service user, carer and key worker.  

Following examination of this diagram it was felt that there was not a requirement for planned and unplanned and therefore another diagram was drawn out by Colin with the groups recommendations, which included headings of:  
· Decision to Transfer

· Transfer of Information

· Transfer of Care

Colin agreed to draw up the process map with the recommended suggestions and bring back to the next meeting for agreement.

Sally commented that she felt we were now in a position to look at the final generic process map and asked Colin whether he was in a position to provide this.  Colin agreed to draw up the whole process map and bring forward to the next meeting for discussion.
