MHO CONTENT GROUP MEETING
Wednesday 18 November
Edinburgh
The purpose of this meeting was to finalise the fine detail concerning the content of Modules 1a and 1b as well as confirming the content of Module 2.
There was a positive meeting with the Practice Assessors on the Thursday prior to the meeting and it was reported that they are all raring to go!
In terms of the students – one has had to withdraw from the course (Falkirk?) and another student from Orkney has been accepted. There will be 14 students in all.
The discussion then moved on to the fine detail for units 1a and 1b:
Module 1a: 7/12/09
10.00 – Welcome and Introductions – settling in etc
Reflection on the use of the wiki and debate on the issues arising from this.
Graffiti Wall – to be used in a wider context – not just what MHOs think of re Mental Health, but Society as a whole.  Look at the use of language and potential for negative reputations and how it affects everyone and its possible implications on practice.  (I believe there is a Powerpoint presentation available which covers a range of issues – will check to see).  The debate should lead into the section on National Policy. (I will be introducing the exercise and will then co-facilitate the debate afterwards)
National Policy – setting the context.  This will be delivered by Jennifer Smith-Merrie.  This will take us into lunch which will be from 1-2.15 to allow one of the students to sort out matters with the Disability Office.
After lunch:
Stigma and Oppression – Use of See Me audio clips and Bus Journey exercise. There will also be an exercise on describing a time when the MHOs themselves felt excluded or discriminated against and how they translate/overcome these feelings associated with this.
There will be a re-introduction into the Social Construct of Mental Health (possibly using elements of the Graffiti Wall? Confirm) which will lead into the theoretical base.  This will set up the Cycles of oppression (Tesc) which will lead into the cycles of inclusion and the role of the MHO in this.
End of Day 1.

Day 2 – 8/12/09 -  9.30:
There will be a brief recap of the previous day.
The morning session of Day 2 will be taken up with a lecture and debate on diagnoses from Dr Andrew Watson.  He has set a chapter for the students to read beforehand.
Lunch.
Geoffrey Seaman (Perth) will be leading a critical debate regarding the social model and the medical model (Mental Health) – will be signposting recovery. 
Break
Introduction to recovery – use Rhona’s presentation plus carer point of view.  Will also check to see if it’s possible to use footage of Simon Bradstreet to set the national context.
The day will finish with an introduction to the online exercises and practicalities of the assignment along with a review of the teaching days and an evaluation.

Module 1b:
5/01/10 – online day – Directed reading on the MH Act.  Also carry out exercise nominating a named person (reading the guides and highlighted sections of the legislation). Reflect on how easy or difficult this was.
06/01/10 – Legislation re EDOs/STOs. Named Persons/case material application (case study), looking at criteria, balancing risk and debate alternatives. Proactive approach – assessment and possible alternatives.  Emergency call out – debate and discussion, possibilities, potential assumptions, possible hypotheses – if action is required, what should it be.  Process of EDO – criteria and application where appropriate. Legal implications of named person.  This will be delivered by Laura and qualified MHOs.
07/01/10 – CTOs, compulsory and community.  Collaborative working with agencies.  MHO care plans in multi-disciplinary context but specific to the MHO role.  Application – using case study material (provided by Iain Fisk?).  Laura and Geoffrey Seaman (?) to present.
08/01/10 – What MH tribunals expect – presented by Iain Fisk.  Will also provide guidance relating to the ins and outs of Tribunal procedure.
Will be debate on the SCR from the MHO perspective – legislative duty (recap) as well as dealing with the other duties of the MHO – responsibilities and duties under the legislation (done as group work)
(Also look at the MWC review and knowledge of treatment under the act – consider how and when to be done) – potential topic.
11/01/10 – Moral dilemmas and tensions.  SCR from the service user perspective – debate (Janet and Laura?).  work on dilemmas and tensions – care and advocacy, SW/MHO links, disagreements over interpretations – medical profession.  Group debate?  Disagreement between MHOs and psychiatrists – directed discussion – What would come under dilemmas. Support? Autonomous role.
PM: Diagnostic and impact of growing up with parents with MH challenges.  Young carers etc – age, family support, risk – set scene surrounding this.
Input from Young person – (What was it like growing up with a parent with MH challenges?  What was it like before having Young Carer support?  What was it like with Young Carer support?  What is it like when parent having a ‘good’ spell).

Online learning – Legislative aspect of the MH Act in relation to Law Exam.  Recovery Approach in Action – link to MHO role.  SRN materials and carer’s perspective.  Self Management – where does this fit in with MHO role.  Compulsory detention and its impact on recovery.
Placement starts – 13 January
Law Exercise – 18 January.
