	1. WELCOME & APOLOGIES

Mrs Wardlaw welcomed everyone to the meeting and introduced both Rosie Cameron and Linda McKechnie from the ICP Project Team at NHS QIS.  Apologies were received from those above.

2. REVIEW OF ICP DOCUMENTATION VERSION 2 (DRAFT 3)

The group discussed various parts of the documentation and agreed some further changes were required before pilot stage.

The group agreed that once the suggested changes were made to the documentation then this would be the final documentation to be used during the pilot.  There was consensus within the group that following the pilot phase the documentation should be rolled out across Tayside as early as possible.

Mrs Wardlaw agreed to discuss the changes required with Mrs Hosie and final draft will be circulated to the group members for the next meeting in May.

3. MADATORY & DISCRETIONARY ASSESSMENTS & OUTCOME MEASURES

The group agreed that the draft list of assessments and outcome measures.  Louise agreed that the list will be incorporated into the final documentation of the ICP.

4. PATIENT INFORMATION LEAFLETS

A brief discussion regarding the need that all clinical areas should be using similar patient information leaflets.  Mrs Wardlaw noted that many leaflets are available from the Health Promotion Service for NHS Tayside.

5. UPDATE FROM ICP PROJECT TEAM

Louise thanked both Rosie Cameron and Linda McKechnie for attending the meeting today and invited them to give their comments on the Tayside ICP Version 2 (draft3).  Both Rosie and Linda commented on the good work that had been undertaken by the group in relation to the ICP and provided some suggestions for change, which have will be incorporated into Draft 4.

Rosie informed the group that the Draft Standards for the condition specific ICPs will be published in mid April and Health Board areas will have the opportunity to provide feedback on this consultation between April and June.

NHS QIS will be inviting all Health Board areas to host a local consultation event which will be attended by members of the ICP Project Team.  NHS QIS propose the following:

· ½ Day Local Event

· Provide Chair for the event (local lead for Mental Health)

· NHS Tayside perspective in relation to where they are with the ICPs Presentation

· Presentation by NHS QIS ICP Project Team

· Parallel Sessions on each of the 5 condition specific ICPs

· Involvement from the Tayside National Representatives: Dr Tom White, Dr Kath Yates, Dr David Findlay and Dr Peter Connelly

Louise agreed to discuss this proposal with Caroline Paterson and Arlene Napier and feedback to Rosie thereafter.

6. A.O.C.B

Louise informed the group that the Joint Health and Social Care Discharge Policy is currently under review.  The group indicated that the document is only used for complex needs and therefore not generally used within the adult mental in-patient service.

Louise stated that she would forward the patient information leaflet regarding the ICP to Anne Mcglagan, Patient Information Co-ordinator.

Louise informed the group of her resignation from her current post as ICP Facilitator and that Caroline Paterson will take over her work on the ICP for the short term.
